The tabulations whish follow are designed to provide pilots and others interested with information as to the
locations, services available, and typeas of the various aeronautical radio facilities established and maintained
by the Air Navigation Division of the Bureau of Air Commerce, From time to time changea in frequencies and operat-
ing schedules of certain stations will become necessary in order that the system as & whole may function to its
best advantage. It 1s plammed to revise this tabulation from time to time as conditions may dictate and in the
meantime all changes in radio facilities will be published in ™Weekly Notices to Airmem™” amnd holders of these
lists may lwep them current by consulting the weekly notices which are mall airports for posting.

Some explanatory notes which may be of help in making full use of the radio facilities and accampanying
tables follow. o

ALL M AND ML FACILITIES operate when local visibility is less than two milez or when local ceilings are other
than unlimited and at other times upon request.

ALL M, ML, MRL, MRA, B and V type stations are equipped for voice communication with aircraft.

A)l stations equipped for VOICE COMMUNICATION WITH ATRCRAFT stand continuous listening watches on the
assigned chaim frequency of the air tramsport company operating over the particular airway emd on 3105 kes. upon
request. A}l "M" (marker beacon) facilities enswer calls from aircraft on 278 kes, Othar type redio facilities
which are equipped for voice oammunication reply to calls on assigned station frequency unless ctherwise indi-
ocated in this tabulation.

In the cases of RADIO BROADCAST STATIONS an expression such as "Albany to Buffalo plus Cleveland” appearing
in the column "broadcast schedulea™ means that the station broadcasts reports from the weather repaorting stations
along the airway between Albany end Buffalo and in addition gives weather at Cleveleand, All radio broadcast

- gtations broadcast local weathear at 30 minutes past the hour, ’

Certain RADIO BROADCAST STATIONS are operated to serve scheduled air transport flights only. "Notices to
Alrmen” will steate exact hours of operation, or this information may be obtained from the offices of the Distriet
Managers., When flights are contemplated during hours when stations are normally closed, the Diastrict Mamager
concerned will, upon request, consjder extending the hours of operation, .

WINDS ALOFT BROADCASTS follow the airways broadcast shown in the tabulation which follows: For exsmple:
If Albany winds aloft report is avallable for broadecast at 7:15, this report is broadcast after the campletion
of the regular weather broadcast scheduled for 7:15 and following ome minuta of radio range operation. However,
if the report is not available et that time it is held emd the ssme procedure is followed after the 8:15 broad-
cast. Winds aloft broadcasts are made on the ramge frequenoy unless the station is equipped to use the mlternate
frequenocy of 236 kes, In this case amouncement that the winds aloft reports immediately follow on 236 kes, is
made on the remge frequency. Where the 236 kos. channel is used, winds aloft broadcasts are repeated hourly
until they have beemn broadcast four times, Broadcasts of winds aloft reports are not repeated by stations whish
broadcast these reports on range frequencies.

FOUR HOURLY AIRWAY WEATHER FORECASTS are broadcast by certain Department of Commerce radio broadocast ste-
tions which are equipped to use the alternate frequency of 236 kes. Thess broadcasts are made on 236 kes, fol-
lowing completion of the 30 minutea after the hour broadéasts of local weather at 1:30, 5:30, and 9:30 A.M, and
P.M., E.S.T. Additicnal stations will broadcast airway weather forecasts as they became equipped to utilize
the alternate frequemcy of 236 kes, ™Weekly Notices to Airmem" will carry news of such station= and their
broadcasting schedules.
